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1. Open Google Earth

2. On the left side of the screen is a menu bar – all our work will show up in this section.

Creating a Folder

3. Click on Add at the top of the screen

4. Click Folder

5. Name the new folder “(your name)'sTour”

6. Click OK

Creating Placemarkers

7. Now we need to create placemarkers for your information.

8. Begin by clicking on your land folder name in the places menu box on the left of the screen.

9. In the Fly To box at the top of menu box to the left of the screen type in your first landform location.

10. Click on the Magnifying Glass and Google Earth will fly you to that    location.

11.   Make sure that your result is the location that you intended.

12. When your intended location is on the screen we need to create a placemarker.

13. Click on the yellow push pin and a new box will appear.

14. Name your placemarker your location name.

15. Type your definition of your landform in the description box.

16. Click OK.

17. In the menu box on the left side of the screen locate the just created placemarker.

18. Place your mouse over your created placemarker and click and drag the pushpin down to your landform folder.

19. Repeat the process as needed.

SAVING

20. Right Click on your land folder in the places menu box on the left side of the screen.

21. Click Save Place As...

22. Choose your folder under your classroom folder.

23. Save

Adding an Image to a Placemarker

1. Right click on the placemarker you wish to add a picture to.

2. Click properties on the menu that appears.

3. Click below your text or press the enter button to get to the next line.

4. Type <p>

5. Press enter

6. Type <img src="

7. In another window – open Internet Explorer

8. Type your place into the google bar and search

9. In your results click Images at the top of the screen above the results.

10. Find the picture you would like to use.  Click on it then click - See Full Size.

11. In the web address bar at the very top of the screen, Right Click on the bar (it will turn blue) and click Copy.

12. Back to Google Earth placemarker properties box.

13. Click paste following <img src=”

14. Type “> after the web address of the picture you just pasted in.

15. Click OK and see if it worked by clicking your placemarker.
