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You can nartate your story by clcking the red Record
button. Step through your pictures 35 you narrate by
clcking a picture on the filmstrip.
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24. Click the image you wish to record your voice on

25. Click the red dot button to begin recording.  Begin speaking 

26. Click the gray square button to stop recording your voice.

27.  Click Preview to view the slide with your recorded voice

28. Click the curved arrow button to delete your recording so you can re-record.  Follow the above steps to re-record and preview until you are satisfied.

29. Continue through each image for recording following the steps above.

30.  Save your Project when finished recording the whole show
